• For submission in the chalk art event, Artists must complete the online form and submit previous works of art and/or the specific work of art they will

• Artists chosen to participate will be notified by Wednesday, October 4th. Artists chosen to participate will be required to provide a drawing of the actual 

art they plan to complete on the day of the event by Friday, October 13th. 

• Once chosen, Artists will be invoiced for the fee that matches their age division.

No refunds will be given to registered participants in the event of weather or other reasons for cancellation out of The Summit’s control. Artist chalk 

“blocks” (areas) will be assigned by The Summit and will consist of a random section. Some blocks may have cracks, color or texture variations.

OTHER INFORMATION
Each participant will be given one 24-color pack of chalk, a spray bottle of water, a sponge, and will be assigned a 5x5 or 4x4 chalk-block (based on age 

division) of work space. We recommend that participants bring a towel, a hat, sunscreen, a bottle of water, and a snack. Participants are also welcome to bring 

extra chalk, chalk pastels, and blending tools if they wish, but no variety of paint is allowed (only chalk). If participants would like to have a helper, they may, 

but they are limited to one extra person in their same age group, for a maximum total of two people working on one block. (Please note that two-person teams 

will be treated as one entry, so any prize awarded must be shared.) Chalk art must be family friendly and appropriate for all ages. Final chalk art designs 

must be approved by The Summit and are due by Friday, October 13th for review and approval.
